Math:  
Topic 11, Use Operations with Whole Numbers to Solve Problems: Topic 11 focuses on solving problems involving the four operations, and identifying and explaining patterns in arithmetic.  
Topic 7, Represent and Interpret Data: Topic 7 focuses on representing and interpreting data through the use of graphs and charts.
Topic 14, Solve Time, Capacity and Mass Problems: Topic 14 focuses on solving problems involving measurements and estimation of intervals of time, liquid volumes and masses of objects.  

Reading:  
In the month of April we will start working with the novel Stone Fox.  We will be focusing on the following standards:
· Asking and answering questions to demonstrate understanding (RI3.1)

· Determining main idea and recounting key details and explain how they support the main idea (RL3.2)

· Describe the relationship between a series of concepts, using language that pertains to time, sequence and cause and effect (RL3.3, RI3.3)

· Distinguishing their own point of view from that of the narrators or those of the characters (RL3.6)

Content Area: 
Our focus will be on what a day in the life of a colonial child was like in the colonial town.

We will also look more specifically at Lebanon’s History as it relates to the Revolutionary War.
