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Writing:  We will continue to work on our expository writing.  These pieces will follow the format of questions and answers.  Our pieces will include an introduction, and a conclusion.  The students will be able to choose their own topic to study and write about.  
Math:  Topic 9, Understanding Fractions: In this topic, students will develop an understanding of fractions as numbers.

We will focus on dividing regions into equal parts, dividing sets in equal groups, locating fractions on the number line and fractions as it relates to length.
Topic 10, Fractions Comparison and Equivalence: In this topic, students will develop an understanding of fractions as numbers.

We will focus on using models to compare fractions with the same denominator, compare fractions with the same numerator, comparing fractions on a number line, finding equivalent fractions, equivalent fractions on the number line, and whole numbers and fractions.
Reading:  We will be working on our next unit: Stories Worth Telling Again and Again.  This unit focuses on:

· Recounting stories including fables, folktales and myths from diverse cultures.  
· Determine the central

message, lesson, or moral and explain how it is conveyed through key details in the text. 
· Describe characters in a story and explain how their actions contribute to the sequence of events. 
Content Area:  We will continue with our social study unit on the History of Connecticut.  We will also study the Connecticut Flag and the early history of CT as well as CT today.
